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AUTISM TEAM TRANSITION SUPPORT 2024-5
We have been reviewing our year 6-7 transition offer in the Autism Team to ensure that we are able to target our support effectively and also to enable us to broaden the type of transition support available. Referrals will continue to be triaged and a level of support will now be allocated (see below).
‘Gold level’ or Intensive transition support will now be allocated to CYP with the highest level of need in the area of transition. However, there is now a wide range of additional transition support on offer, eg parent and school workshops, a suite of resources and support with transition meetings and secondary school visits. See below for clarification on the levels of support and the wider offer.Referrals and triage
· Referrals for year 6 pupils with diagnosis of autism should be submitted by 04.10.24 on referral form attached to this email 
· During the general planning meeting with your AT link teacher, they can explain the process and will discuss your priorities for transition support
· The transition support team will triage referrals in October, taking into account the information on the referral as well as the AT teacher feedback
· They will then be in touch directly with the school 

Additional Support available to all schools and Parents 
· Additional workshops and training sessions have been planned for the year. See attached flyer for year 6 parent workshop and Central Training Flyer for school offer details. These are free to attend. 
Support offer to year 6 pupils
This can be tailored to the child’s needs, but is likely to include: 
· Bronze – Suite of resources sent to schools and invitation to school and parent transition workshops, quiet/additional visit arranged and facilitated. 
· Silver – Above support plus initial visit to gather pupil voice, parent/carer contact if requested, transition meeting arranged with parents and mainstream secondary school to provide advice and strategies. Additional follow-up visit in secondary 
· Gold – Above support plus tailored support plan eg 3 x pupil voice visits and 2 x follow up visits in secondary
· The above support will be reviewed throughout the year, and adapted if necessary eg at the point of school offers being made. We would expect specialist settings to provide transition support of their own
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
